Whether it's stealing food off the countertops, running out open doors, pulling you down the street, or chasing bicycles and cars, obedience training really works!

Our goal is simple -- enabling you to enjoy your pet.  We believe that teaching you a few simple, basic commands and giving you some good advice can turn a troublesome puppy or older dog into the devoted and enjoyable pet you really want.

Our weekly group training classes teach useful obedience commands and fix annoying habits.  Classes are taught by experienced trainers who have earned American Kennel Club obedience titles.  Our instructors and assistants give you the individual attention you need to succeed.  At home, short practice sessions with your dog will lead to steady progress you'll see from the very first class.

PUPPY BEGINNER CLASS is the ideal way to start a 12 to 16 week old puppy and is really great for first time dog owners.  Along with basic obedience commands, we cover socialization, puppy manners, bite prevention, crate training, housebreaking, health care and grooming.

ADVANCED PUPPY CLASS is for puppies who are between the ages of 5 and 9 months and are dog friendly.   Continued socialization is emphasized for the adolescent and young adult dog.  In an effort to help prevent aggression as the dog matures, dogs in this class have the opportunity to interact off leash.  Handlers are taught how to manage their dogs through employment of rules, boundaries and limitations, in addition to introducing them to the basic obedience commands.  
BEGINNER I CLASS is for dogs older than 5 months.  We teach the basic obedience commands you'll need like sit, down, stay, come, as well as controlled walking on leash.  We'll also give special attention to stopping jumping, biting, barking, housebreaking, car sickness and separation anxiety problems.

BEGINNER II CLASS is more difficult and builds on the foundation to achieve reliable stays, calling your dog over longer distances, and developing a formal "heel" position for walking with your dog.  You may even want to continue training for an obedience title after these classes.  But there's no doubt about it, you'll really love the improvement you see in your dog after this class.

RALLY CLASS is intended to provide a link from the Canine Good Citizen (CGC) Program to obedience or agility competition.  Rally is a sport in which the dog and handler proceed at their own pace through a course of designated stations (10 to 20, depending on the level).  Each of the stations has a sign providing instructions regarding the skill that is to be performed.  Rally promotes fun and enjoyment for dogs at all levels of competition.
